Description

Identifies disparities in health outcomes,
utilization, prevalence, and spending

by race and ethnicity and geographic
location.

Provides indicators of health outcomes,
access and quality, health behaviors,
social factors, and the physical
environment.

Contains diagnoses and procedures,
discharge status, patient demographics,
and charges for all patients regardless of
payer.

Compares population characteristics,
health resources, and demographics.

Describes community’s health status and
determinants.

Ranks the health of nearly every county
in the nation, with social determinants.

Provides medical resource distribution,
hospital care intensity, variations in care/
procedures, end of life care, and cost.

Provides data layer maps with
demographic elements, SES, clinical
care, health behaviors, and outcomes.
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Additional local data sources: State or Local Health Department Data, Local Community Health Needs Assessment (CHNA), Stakeholder Interviews, Administrative Claims, State
Medicaid Data, American Communities Survey (ACS), Behavioral Risk Factor Surveillance System (BRFSS)
